The Plantation Course:     9 Holes - n/a on this course   18 Holes - $60.00

gross score minus their overall Handicap- ex: Total score 95-Handicap of 10= 85). In case of ties, playoff will be played off the 
card beginning with the 18th hole back.

The River Course: This course is located along the James River and is a Pete Dye design. The course has hosted both the PGA 
Tours and LPGA tours.  The LPGA Kingsmill Championship is played on this course annually in May. The course is 6831 yards 
from the longest tees for a par of 71.
